This is a 3 hour PowerPoint assisted lecture format course that is appropriate for dentists and hygienists.  It discusses the many modern assessment dynamics such as caries risk assessment, radiographic guidelines, AAP classification, and ASA classifications and how they are used by practitioners to determine patient needs.  Using these tools, we will discuss patient communications and ethical concerns about balancing patient needs and patient treatment acceptance of procedures in dental hygiene.  Various strategies for assisting patients to understand, afford and evaluate the professional recommendations will be presented.

Celiac disease and the oral impact: What does Gluten Free Mean to Dentistry?
This 3 credit course is guaranteed to answer all your questions about gluten sensitivity in dental patients.  Everywhere you look gluten free options are increasing as growing numbers of Americans are being diagnosed with gluten sensitivities and intolerances.  According to the Celiac Research Center at University of Maryland, up to 5% of the population now has a problem related to this common component in our food.  After attending this course, participants will not only understand what gluten is and what foods contain it, but also how to identify symptoms of gluten intolerance.  Celiac disease, the most notable of the gluten induced diseases, has many oral symptoms and implications.  Some of these include symmetrical, bilateral enamel defects, recurrent ulceration, Sjogren’s syndrome and oral cancer.  Dental hygienists are poised to be an integral player in the health care team in indentifying potential gluten sensitive patient and preventing compounding issues in patients who are already diagnosed.
about the speaker
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After graduating magna cum laude from the University of Maryland‘s dental hygiene program in 1999, Maura began acting as a site supervisor for students at the Spanish Catholic Center dental clinic in addition to working full-time in private practice.  After 9 years as an adjunct faculty, she joined the onsite faculty at Maryland in 2008 as a clinical instructor.  As an active member of ADHA she is currently the community service chairperson for Howard County, a position she assumed after serving as President for two years.  Before seeking clinical training in dentistry, Maura spent a decade on the business and personnel side of the desk as an office manager.   Her first published article was released in February via the Colgate Oral Health Advisor, highlighting the signs of Celiac disease that are identifiable in dental patients.   Lecturing on this and other subjects is her absolute privilege and she considers it a great honor to share this with you while learning from your experiences.  Though she is currently working toward a master’s in dental hygiene, she hopes to be accepted into an accelerated nursing program in the near future with the ultimate goal of becoming a nurse practitioner.
